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Peregrine Falcons are a blue-gray with spots on their
underbelly. They can be found throughout North
America. They make their homes in open country and
along coastal mountains. Their population is currently
stable and increasing after a sharp decline.

Peregrine Falcons eat other birds such as ducks,
songbirds, and pigeons. Peregrine Falcons are
one of the largest falcons and also one of
the fastest birds. They can reach
speeds up to 200 mph as they dive
down to capture their prey.

People often train Peregrine
Falcons for hunting. These
falcons like to build their
nests on cliff ledges and lay
3 to 5 eggs. They migrate
along the coastline and
often go out to sea.
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
